Summary

The article is based on the materials of dialect speech of the Semeyskies (the
Transbaikalian Old Believers) — the Russian sub-ethnic group in the Buryat
Republic. This group has language, cultural, confessional identification indicators.
The article describes the paradoxes of the way the Semeyskies identify themselves
nationally, religiously and culturaly in the context of “friend-or-foe” opposition
and shows how these paradoxes are represented in the Semeykies’ dialect speech
(for example as a sub-opposition “the Semeyskie — the Russian”, “the Semeyskie —
the Sibirian”and others). The article discovers the basis and the reasons of these
oppositions, investigates the speech’s formulas for identity expression.
